o disease—a physical sickness; illness—represents the social consequences of disease, e.g., isolation,
dependency, begging, etc. (God's judgment?, cf. John 9:2)

o "llness in antiquity was a social as well as a physical phenomenon. A person with a disease or
deformity was socially as well as physically abnormal. Healing therefore required reestablishing
relationships as well as restoring physical health." (Malina and Rohrbaugh, Social-Science
Commentary on the Synoptic Gospels, 363.)

o Implication. Healing is not so much curing diseases as restoring paralyzed lives in a society of
oppression and injustice.
